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Introduction

This study analyzes the design
of Paiwha Girls' High School
magazine Paiwha (first published
in 1929). It examines the social
and cultural context of how the
circumstances of the Japanese
colonial period and the special
moment when girls' school

with only female students set

in this country for the first time
affected the visuality of the school
magazine.

A school magazine is
published periodically by school
students on behalf of the school.
The history of Korean school
magazines began with the
introduction of modern education.
Itis difficult to imagine now that
a school magazine composed
of articles written by students
rather than professional writers
or journalists could serve as
a popular mainstream media.

At a time when the number of
publications was not as large as
itis now and newspapers and
magazines were irregular, school
newspapers attracted people's
attention as a valuable source

of information to understand

the student's life. In addition,
school newspapers were the only
outlet for students who hardly
had chances to express their
desires and aspirations freely as
censorship strengthened during
the Japanese colonial period

when the walls of the literary world
grew higher.

The reasons for selecting
Paiwha among the various school
magazines compiled during the
colonial period are as follows.
Paiwha is the magazine of
Paiwha School, founded by Mrs.
Josephine Eaton Peel Campbell
in 1898. It was published in 1929
and was closed with the 13th issue
on May 20, 1940, when all press
and publications became under
the control of the Federation of
National Power. Among the girls’
school magazines published
during the Japanese colonial
period, it was the longest one
that was continuously published.
Paiwha dealt with images of
female students who left home in a
more ordinary and poor, getting a
new education from missionaries,
in contrast with Ewha published
by Ewha Women's College at
the time, showed special female
students receiving the best new
education.

At the time, the Confucian
perspective on women and
distrust of Western culture created
an atmosphere in which people
were reluctant to send their
daughters to schools like Paiwha,
calling the schools established
by missionaries Seohak. Thus,
the students were mainly
orphans, children from needy
families, and women who had
experienced unhappy marriages.
Since the members of the alumni
association that published the
school magazine were composed
of current students and graduates,
the school magazine had
independent editing rights.

Paiwha is valuable in terms
of publication design for multiple
reasons. It was published directly
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by female students in a relatively
ordinary environment, it was
subject to Japanese censorship
due to its ethnic content, and it
lasted unusually long compared to
other school magazines. Despite
this unique value, research in
academic journals has mainly
been conducted in the literary
world. In this study, | aim to go
through the visual characteristics
and formation process of Paiwha,
a school magazine created by
female students in the background
of the Japanese colonial period.

| looked into the design of a total
of 13 issues of Paiwha published
between 1929 and 1941 regarding
layout, illustration, typography,
and photography.
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
